This new 
structure is an important step in ensuring our diocese is fit 
for purpose going forward, allowing us more flexibility in 
deploying ministry and organising mission.  Over the next 
few months, as teams are formed and chapters, deanery 
synods and other groups are able to meet, I pray that it will 
result in new partnerships and ideas for taking the love of 
Jesus out into our communities.”
